	
Executive Order 2020-11 states the following are exempt:
-P.E. class
Utah Constitution Article VI, Section I states the legislative power shall be vested in the Legislature and the people.
-no law can constitutionally delegate power to legislate to any other body. 
-the health department, the school board, nor the governor can constitutionally make law or enforce it.
Utah Code 62A-4a-201 states:
-Utah recognizes the rights of parents, and the state may not interfere with the decision’s parents make for their children without proper due process.
-Anyone claiming their orders have the force of law are trying to intimidate you into following orders and could be sued under federal code Title 18 Section 242 for acting under the color of law. 
ADA states:
- reasonable accommodations are required for anyone who cannot wear a mask due to a medical condition.
-No business may deny you service because you refuse to wear a mask. 
-Violation punishable by $75,000 federal fine








Executive Order 2020-48 states the following are exempt:
- A child in a childcare setting. since public schools are a child care setting, my child is exempt while at school
-An individual with a medical condition 
-An individual who is outdoors
-An individual for whom wearing a face covering could obstruct breathing
-When using an indoor recreational facility such as a gym
Executive Order 2020-48 section 4 states: “a state governmental entity may not require an individual to provide medical documentation verifying the basis for an exemption”
